Elsie’s youth leagues first day will START on 
September 20th (Sat.) at 9:00 AM.  Our 
leagues will start at 9:15am starting Sept. 27th 
each Saturday after our 1st week.  We may have 
some exceptions.  You will be notified in advance 
on any changes.  We have three levels of leagues.

All our youth 
must sanction.  All bowlers will need to 
pay a onetime $10.00 sanction fee on 
their first day of bowling.  Be prepared 
to fill out each bowlers sanction card 
along with sanction payment on their 
first day of bowling.
